RULES AND REGULATIONS
AUGUST 2011

AUTHORITY.

The following Rules and Regulations (‘Rules and Regulations” or “Rules”) are adopted by
the Board of Directors (“Board”) in accordance with Article VII, Section 7.1(e), of the
Amended and Restated Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of
Westview Lakes ("the Declaration").

Section 7.1(e) of the Declaration provides that the Board of Westview Lakes Homeowners
Association (the "Association”) “may adopt general rules, including, but not limited to rules
to regulate potential problems relating to the use of property and the well-being of
Members”, and that such rules and any subsequent amendments thereto shall be binding
on all Members and occupants of the Property.

These Rules and Regulations shall be binding on an Owner, the Owner’s family members,
guests, invitees, licensees and tenant(s), their family members, guests, invitees and/or
licensees of any tenant.

Notice of these Rules shall be provided by U.S. Mail to each Owner of record in the
Association at the address of record with the Association’s Manager. Owners shall
receive notice of amendments to these Rules by U.S. Mail or by distribution of any
amendments in the Association’s Newsletter, which has been adopted as an official form
of notification for the Association.

DEFINITIONS. The following definitions shall apply:

The term "ARB" may be submitted for the term "Architectural Review Board" throughout
these Architectural Guidelines and shall have the same meaning as that term is defined
in the Association's Declaration.

The term "Board" may be substituted for the term "Board of Directors" throughout these
Architectural Guidelines and shall have the same meaning as that term is defined in the
Association's Declaration and/or the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws of Westview
Lakes Homeowners Association (the "Bylaws").

The term "Governing Documents" is defined to include the Association's Declaration,
plats and plans, Architectural Guidelines, Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws, Board
Resolutions and Rules and Regulations, as the same have been and may be
amended from time to time.
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The term "Property" is defined to include all property in Westview Lakes Homeowners
Association including all Lots and Common Areas as delineated on the plats and plans,
with the exception of any public facility and/or pump station serving the Property.

1. MAINTENANCE:

A

Each Owner shall keep the Lot, and all Improvements thereon, in good order and
repair, free of debris, all in 2 manner and with such frequency as is acceptable to
the Association and consistent with a first-quality single-family residential
development. Such Improvements shall include any residence, fence or other
approved structure or landscaping on the Lot and such manner shall include, but is
not limited to, mowed grass (6 inch height limit) and properly maintained exterior
appearance.

In the event an Owner shall fail to maintain his Lot and the Improvements situated
thereon as provided in these Rules and in the Governing Documents, the Board,
after notice to the Owner, shall have the right to enter upon any Lot in violation
hereof and correct such violation. All costs related to such correction shall become
a special assessment upon such Lot and shall be regarded as any other
assessment with respect to lien rights of the Association and remedies provided in
the Governing Documents and by Section 55-516 of the Code of Virginia of 1950,
as amended.

2. LEASING:

A.

Owners are responsible for providing their tenants with a copy of the Governing
Documents, including the Rules and Regulations and Architectural Guidelines, at
the Owner’s expense.

No dwelling located on the Property shall be used or occupied for transient or hotel
purposes or in any event leased for the initial term of less than twelve (12) months.
No portion of any dwelling (other than the entire dwelling) shall be leased for any
period.

Lots shall be leased for residential purposes only. Each Lot may be occupied by
only one (1) family or by a maximum of two (2) persons per bedroom for unrelated
persons according to Virginia State and City of Hampton codes.

Lot Owners shall not lease their Lots unless one of the lessees who will actually
occupy the Lot is 18 years of age or older.

The Owner(s) and their tenant(s) shall be bound by the provisions of the Governing
Documents.
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F. All absentee Owners shall provide an address and phone number and emergency
contact information.

G. A signed copy of a lease with a minimum twelve (12) month initial term between the
Owner and the Tenant MUST be provided to the Association Office within seven (7)
days of occupancy. Additional required documents that can be found on the
FORMS tab of the Association website (www.westviewlakes.org) must be provided
with the signed lease. These documents include, but are not limited to:

1) A completed Contact Information Form — includes Owner and Tenant contact
information and Property Management Information where applicable.

2) Rental Documents Provided form — must be signed by the Owner and Tenant
stating they have received copies of required Association Documents.

3. TRASH:

A. Trash containers and bulk trash items shall be placed on the street no earlier than
3 PM the day prior to collection day and shall be removed by midnight the day of
collection. Monday is the regular collection day for Westview Lakes Homeowners
Association. If Monday is a holiday, then collection will take place on Wednesday.
Sign up for eNews on www.hampton.gov and holiday notifications, collection
changes and City closings will be emailed to you.

B. Trash/recycle totters placed too close to vehicles or where the trash trucks claw
cannot safely remove the items from the street will be left uncollected at the
discretion of the City of Hampton'’s driver.

C. Trash, garbage or other waste must be immediately stored in covered, sanitary
containers designed for the storage or disposal of such materials.

D. No trash, garbage, construction debris or other unsightly or offensive material shall
remain upon a Lot.

E. Trash containers shall not be kept in the driveway or front yards.

F. Trash, leaves and other similar material shall not be burned on any Lot or in the
streets or Common Area.

G. No odors shall be permitted to arise so as to render any such property or any
portion thereon unsanitary, unsightly, offensive, or detrimental to any other property
in the vicinity thereof or to its occupants.
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
